SCCHEA Fundraising Policy

The purpose of all fundraising for SCCHEA or SCCHEA Sports will be done to benefit the entire group and not individuals.  It will be clearly communicated as to the purpose of the fundraiser.  No individual tracking will be kept for any fundraising.

Sports fundraising, to pay for participation fees, will follow this procedure:

Need to establish who will fundraise to pay for participation fees and who will just pay the participation fees outright and not fundraise.

The fundraising coordinator, coach, and/or parent representative will pick a few product based fundraisers and/or community cards.  The participants that have chosen to fundraise will fill out a fundraising worksheet to help them plan out how much to sell of each chosen fundraiser per team sport for their fundraising.  (See fundraising worksheet for more detail.)

They will be responsible to pay the participation fees when due and if selling community cards they will be given “X” amount of community cards per $50.00 paid in participation fees to sell and earn their money back, if they choose to do so.

If selling products to pay participation fees, these must be turned in when due and the amount should be equal to or more than the amount of the participation fee that is due, minus the cost of the product being sold

All participation fees and fundraising participation fees are to be deposited into the group/team account that is doing the fundraising.  This should be done by the assigned person, (usually a parent representative acting as a treasurer for accountability purposes).

Any group/team fundraisers such as bake sales, car washes, restaurant percentage programs, etc, will go into that groups/teams general fund and when possible these shall be completed prior to the start of the sports season.  These types of fundraisers will help to reduce the overall participation fee for that particular program or used for a specific purpose such as equipment, uniforms, etc.

Any questions concerning fundraising should be directed to the fundraising coordinator who will in turn contact the SCCHEA Board for direction or clarification.
